Center for Children with Complex and Chronic Disorders (C5)

The C5 clinic opened in May 2006 to support primary care physicians in the medical home setting to better care for children and youth with special health care needs (CYSHCN).  Children and adolescents can be referred to the center by their primary care physician.  Traditional primary medical care is designed to address acute medical problems but often is not well suited for CYSHCN.  The family centered C5 comprehensive model of care integrates inpatient, outpatient and community-based care for CYSHCN linking these to the primary care medical home.  This represents a dramatic advance from the current model of care for this medically fragile and vulnerable population which focuses on acute care management.
The mission of C5 is to promote optimal health, growth, development, comfort and overall well-being for children and adolescents (youth) with Special Health Care Needs.  Respecting the central role of the family in a child’s life, C5 provides resources and supports systems of care that link the child, family, primary care medical home, appropriate medical specialists and the community in which the family lives.
By developing a family/patient specific written and portable care plan for each patient evaluated in the clinic, C5 seeks to improve the quality of life for CYSHCN and their families and improve patient and family satisfaction with the medical experience throughout the continuum of care.  In addition, C5 
seeks to focus health care utilization, decrease cost and increase reimbursement for CYSHCN by creating coordinated and seamless systems of care.
C5 will serve as a resource center to support and enhance the ability of local and regional community-based primary care medical homes to care CYSHCN.  C5 will serve as a model for the training of students and professionals in caring for CYSHCN, transitioning the adolescent with special health care needs to adult medical care, and seamlessly managing the chronic diseases of the CYSHCN through childhood, adolescence, and into adulthood.
